BILL STEPHENS - ADJUDICATOR
Bill Stephens’ experience as a director and theatre personality spans many decades.

Named by the Canberra Times in 2001 as one of 75 people who have shaped the
National Capital, Bill Stephens is one of the regions best-known theatrical
personalities, and, until it closed in December 2000, was the proprietor of The
School of Arts Café. For fifteen years The School of Arts Café presented the cream
of Australia’s cabaret performers, and in that time became one of the nation’s long-
est running and best-known cabaret venues, attracting cabaret connoisseurs from
all over Australia and from overseas.

Bill has directed musicals for the Canberra Philharmonic Society, including Annie
Get Your Gun, White Horse Inn, Fiddler on the Roof, Camelot, Mame, and Kismet.
He directed the closing ceremony for the World Cup Athletics in 1985; an event
which was televised worldwide.

Bill was Contributing Editor in Music for Artlook Magazine, for which he also
reviewed, and is currently a reviewer for City News. He continues to broadcast
regularly for Artsound FM, and was nominated for a Chief Minister’s Award in the
2005 ActewAGL Lifetime Achievement Awards.
