THE PLAY

MACBETH was first performed sometime in
July/august of 1606 before King James 1st and
was frst published in the First folio in 1623,
seven years after Shakespeare’s death. The
story comes from an account in Holinshed's
“Chronicles” of 1587 which records In one
section the secret murder of King Duffl and
Macbeth's killing of Duncan (in  battle).
Although some of the characters in the play are
based on the "facts”, they are more like
Arthurian legends than actuality. Shakespeare,
as always, has taken these characters and
re-worked them Into a powerful drama.
