Yet many of those feelings will be
for the essence of ourselves, and of our humanity, reflected in the
masks of the performers. The latter is my greatest joy and highest
ambition as a performer and as an observer.

Whatever your purpose in being here, whatever your ambition,
accept my applause for your willingness to be vulnerable so that |
may be entertained. Please enjoy yourselves, It's going to be a great
weekend and | know the Tamworth Dramatic Society will do its best
to entertain you.
